Application Fee

A non-refundable fee due when the Application for Admission is submitted. The application packet is not 

complete until the application fee is received: 

•	 $120 per student for current families if turned in by February 5, 2021; for applications and/or 

application fees turned in from February 8-19, 2021, the fee is $140; applications submitted after the 

deadline of February 19, 2021 will pay the fee of $150.

•	 $150 for each new student (for siblings of existing students as well); due at the time of Application for 

Admission is submitted..
